This allows Dr. Ayzin to treat the problems with minimally invasive techniques such as air abrasion, rather than having to resort to the drill.

The micro air abrasion tool works like a tiny sand blaster, smoothing away an imperfection before it has a chance to turn into a cavity. Micro air abrasion is quick, painless, and does not require any anesthetic.

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Fillings

If a tooth starts to decay, it's important to quickly remove the decay and replace it with a filling before the problem gets any worse. Dr Ayzin uses tooth-colored fillings for all his restorations, and, in addition to fillings, offers tooth-colored inlays and onlays. These are useful when there is not enough tooth structure to support a filling, but enough remains that you don't need a crown. 

Inlays are restorations that replace a large amount of tooth material, but sit in between the bumps on the chewing surface of your teeth, called cusps. 



Onlays: Porcelain onlays are an excellent conservative solution to cavity pain, reduced chewing strength, and general degeneration of the back teeth. Virtually indistinguishable from natural teeth, onlays discreetly restore teeth to an optimal state of health. They resemble natural teeth so closely that only you will know the truth. 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Root Canals

The roots of your teeth, which anchor them into the jawbone, contain nerve and other tissues that nourish the tooth. Sometimes, this tissue can get infected. In the past, the only way to deal with infected root tissue was to extract the tooth, but now, a root canal treatment can save it. 

Root canals are performed by drilling into the top of the tooth to expose the tissue inside the tooth, called the "pulp". Your dentist then removes the diseased pulp and fills the space that has been left. He then restores the top of your tooth with a porcelain crown. Full Mouth Reconstruction

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Dental Veneers



If you would like to change the angle of teeth, correct chips and cracks, or mask stains and discoloration, dental veneers can help you accomplish your goals. Veneers, also known as laminates, can help you straighten and brighten you smile, and the entire process usually takes no more than two weeks.

Veneers are extremely thin porcelain covers that are bonded onto your teeth to cover up cosmetic problems. They come in two varieties – composite veneers and porcelain veneers. Veneers made from composite, which is a type of plastic, are slightly cheaper, but they do not last as long as those made from porcelain. Porcelain veneers, if properly cared for, can maintain their translucency and beautiful white color forever.
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All-Porcelain Crowns



Before the advent of veneers, crowns were the only way to cover up teeth with major cosmetic problems. This was a problem, because older crowns were made from porcelain with metal underneath and therefore lacked the translucency that gives teeth a realistic, lifelike appearance. Now, however, newer, stronger types of porcelain allow us to make all-porcelain crowns, free from the dark metal base. All-porcelain crowns look just like natural teeth.

Crowns completely cover a problem tooth, so they require that a significant amount of tooth surface be removed before the crown can be installed. We generally use crowns when teeth are severely damaged but have roots that are intact. 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Dental Implants

If you have missing teeth, dental implants are a great way to replace them. They look and feel natural; dental implants mimic natural teeth both in their appearance and in their construction.

Natural teeth have two main parts – the root, which anchors the tooth into the jawbone, and the crown, which is the part of the tooth that is visible above the gums. Dental implants have an "anchor," which does the job of a normal tooth's root. The anchor is a metal screw that literally anchors the implant into your jawbone. Dental implants also have a crown, which is, in this case, a realistic-looking artificial tooth that attaches to the anchor. Bone and gums grow in around implants, making it hard to distinguish a dental implant from any other tooth.

Metal fillings are quickly becoming a thing of the past. These fillings, made of a material called "dental amalgam" leave a big, unsightly blotch of silver right in the middle of your tooth. Now, we use a composite resin that is shaded to perfectly matched to the color of your tooth.
