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CONCORD — Have you ever
skated with a tooth, twirled with a
dental floss container or fallen
down with a tube of toothpaste
right by your side?

These were some of the experi-
ences at a skating party last week
at Frye’s Roller Rink, sponsored by
the dental office of Dr. Patricia
London to celebrate Dental Health
Month.

The party, held for London’s
younger patients, attracted about
220 children. Some of the more
interesting party guests included
one dressed up as a tooth, another

as a dental floss container and a
third as a tube of toothpaste.

“Last year, so many children
wanted to skate with the tooth
that we added other characters,”
London said.

The annual event, begun in
1983, grew out of a desire to edu-
cate children about dental health.

“We were trying to think of a
way to celebrate Dental Health
Month and make kids aware,” Lon-
don said. -

So she held a skating party,
which since has become a tradi-
tion, attracting more children
every year. Last year, so many chil-
dren 12 and under attended the
party — estimates range from about
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This visit to the dentist was fun

400 to over 500 — that the cut-off
age this year was lowered to 10.

In addition to skating with
human-sized dental paraphernalia,
partygoers received prizes for
guessing the number of disclosing
tablets in a jar and finding a hidden
toothbrush.

“We just want to show kids that
dental health is fun,” London said.

In addition to the party, kinder-
garten and first-grade classes also
are learning about dental care
throughout February by touring
London’s office. London estimates
nearly 85 students tour the office
daily, and they watch a tooth being
“filled” on a puppet. All the chil-
