Panoramic X-ray

Dr. Bogert would like to take a panoramic x-ray on 





.  He  recommends this x-ray every 3 years and having a series of them on the same patient can assist him in later determining whether changes seen in the panoramic x-ray are normal or not.  This x-ray allows Dr. Bogert to see infections, tumors, cysts, bone irregularities, impacted teeth and missing permanent teeth that are normally not visible to the eye. It also shows the developing teeth and warns of any further need for orthodontics and wisdom teeth extractions.
