Gross Scale/Fine Scale:  The presence of moderate to heavy calculus is present causing periodontal concerns of gingivitis and mild periodontal disease.  In order to evaluate your periodontal health, two appointments are necessary to get the best results.  The first appointment will be the gross prophy in which a large part of the calculus deposits on your teeth will be removed. The second appointment will be approximately two weeks later where we will fine scale and polish your teeth.  We then recommend a 3 month follow up visit to re-evaluate your periodontal health.  Future perio treatment may be necessary.
