Replacing Missing Teeth with Implants 

Despite enormous advances in modern dentistry, partial or complete  

edentulism (the loss of teeth) continues to be a major health problem.  A 

tooth should be replaced as soon as it is lost.  This will retain your oral 

health by preventing bone loss, reducing movement of surrounding teeth 

and avoiding excess decay.   

 

Dental implants are an ideal option for people in good general oral health 

who have tooth loss. Candidates for dental implants need to have healthy

gums and adequate bone to support the im-

plant.  Implants offer stability because they 

fuse to your bone. Integration of the im-

plants into your jaw bone causes the replace-

ment teeth to feel more natural.  The implant 

acts as an artificial root upon which a crown 

can be made to match adjacent teeth and im-

prove the appearance of the smile.  A dental 

implant can replace a single tooth without 

the disadvantages of a fixed bridge (no 

grinding or crowning of natural teeth) or re-

movable partial denture (no clasps).  A den-

tal implant preserves the integrity of the 

bone surrounding it by stimulating the tis-

sue, preventing bone loss and gum tissue 

shrinkage.   A dental implant is also much 

easier to clean than a bridge and can not be 

affected by cavities. 

    

Implants are also a good 

choice for replacing multiple 

teeth. They can act as anchors 

for a fixed bridge with a look 

and function like natural teeth.   

                                     

Dentures and partial dentures 

can be made to fit more se-

curely and comfortably with an implant 

overdenture attachment.   

This will minimize any discomfort and 

movement that is common with normal den-

tures.  Implant supported dentures allow the 

wearer to feel confident that the teeth won't 

accidentally come out.

I had a new removable partial denture made by a 

well known general dentist here in Jacksonville, 

and assumed that everything would be fine (Big 

Mistake! Worst nightmare for two and a half years 

of my life).

Stability of the dentures is improved with the use of even two 

dental implants with attachments, but greater satisfaction is 

achieved as the number of implants is increased.  With five to 

six implants an entire arch of teeth can be replaced with a fixed 

hybrid prosthesis.  This kind of restoration utilizes denture 

teeth which attach to a metal bar specifically fabricated to go 

over the implants.  Once inserted, the prosthesis stays in place.  

It is superior to a conventional denture because the support 

comes from the implants so the prosthesis does not rest on the 

gum tissue and the palate remains uncovered.   

 

Our patients who have dental implants report a very high level 

of satisfaction.  It’s common for a person to have increased self 

confidence once they have the healthy mouth and attractive 

smile they’ve always wanted.  This type of treatment can pro-

foundly change someone’s life for the better – maybe yours or 

someone you know.
