Instructions following root canal therapy (endodontic treatment)


We have just completed root canal therapy for you.  There are a few things we would like you to keep 
in mind.


-The tooth, which has had endodontic treatment, may be tender to chewing for the next few days.  This 

is normal and your discomfort should diminish in a few days.  If you notice any swelling or increasing discomfort, please call us.  You may need medication or we may want to check the tooth.

-Root canal treatment removes the pulp or nerve from the inside of the tooth.  One possible effect of this treatment is that the tooth may be susceptible to cracks.  To best prevent the tooth from breaking, we may recommend that a crown be placed on the tooth after endodontic treatment.

-It is important to have the treated tooth evaluated periodically so that we can adequately monitor and  assess healing.
